Eligibility Requirements and Information

1. This scholarship is awarded on an annual basis and is open to all high school seniors in the Omaha and Lincoln, Nebraska metropolitan areas who plan to attend a four-year college or university in the Fall of 2011.

2. To be eligible, an applicant must:

a. Rank in the upper 25% of high school class

b. Have an ACT Composite score of at least 24 or an SAT of 1090

c. Exhibit involvement in high school and community activities, particularly leadership positions, and

d. Be accepted and enrolled in a 4 year university or college in science or engineering with the intent to pursue an environmental career path upon graduation.

3. Selection of the scholar ship will be based upon scholastic achievement, extracurricular involvement, and leadership experience.  Financial need will not be considered.

4. One $1,000 scholarship will be awarded.

5. The CHMM Midwest Plains Chapter Scholarship Committee will notify the winning applicant.

6. No application will be considered without complete information.
7. No late applications will be accepted.
8. All scholarship applications must be typed and submitted in a single envelope which includes the answers to the general information page, a high school transcript, a one-page summary of extracurricular involvement and leadership positions, a copy of a college or university acceptance letter, one page of essay responses, a letter of reference, and a self-addressed stamped envelope.  All applications must be postmarked no later than April 1, 2011.
